	Evocation 

-Warming-up
Teacher greets the pupils , checks the presence, creates the working atmosphere, gets the pupils ready for the lesson
- Working with Homework
 1. the pupils are invited to participate in a mini-conference and speak about different planets. Each pupil represent one planet chosen by the teacher.

2. First pupils work in pairs and discuss what questions they could ask. Then they interview each other about their life in 2050. 
 3. the teacher checks the understanding of info box, word guide and cultural note of the new lesson 
-Introducing the new topic

The teacher names the topic of the lesson “Great Explorers” and names the sub-competences.

-Discussion points ex.1 p.53
Realization of meaning 

-Introducing the new words
T introduces the new words using flashcards, pictures. SS put down the words, make up examples.

- While Reading Activity
T asks the SS to read the text ex.2 p.53 and tell what they understood.

Reflection 

- While writing  activity
T asks the SS to do ex.3 p.53 ,to match the words with their definitions

-While Listening Activity

T asks the SS to listen to a text  CHRISTOPHER COLUMBUS and fill in the gaps with missing words

-.While Reading Activity 

T asks the SS to work in pairs reading the text ex.6 p.54, select the information they knew and agree they don’t agree and new information and be ready to present to the class. 
- Post Reading  Activity 

T suggests to Ss to find proper names and dates  in the text, dates and related events

T asks the Ss to name the explorers they know and speak about their discoveries
